Due to the nature of his role 

as our caretaker he touched the working lives of everyone in the building in different ways.  

His mischievous nature and gentle sense of humour will be sorely missed.  

As you will be aware this is the second bereavement our school family have suffered this 

year.  Please be understanding in the coming weeks that staff are grieving while maintaining 

‘business as usual’ for the pupils and are drawing on all their emotional strength to do so.   

The children were told this morning by their class teachers and their reactions and wellbeing 

will be checked throughout the day.  Some have understood but some haven’t and we will 

treat each child individually, answering any questions they may have and will be led by 

them.   

Please rest assured that support is in place from Place2Be and we will be employing the 

services of our educational psychologist to support pupils if required.  

Our Governors and the Trust will also continue to support staff, whilst ensuring that school life 

remains as normal as possible.   

However, the discos planned for this Friday will not be going ahead.  This decision has not 

been taken lightly, but given Ian’s key role in this event, we feel it would be inappropriate to 

host this so soon.  We thank you for your understanding.
